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FACT SHEET 

 
LOCATION 
Indigo Bay is located on Bazaruto Island, in the Bazaruto Archipelago +/- 750km north of the capital Maputo near the town of 
Vilanculos, Mozambique. The Archipelago comprises a group of small islands situated approximately 25km off the coast of 
Mozambique.  Bazaruto is the largest (approximately 37km long and up to 7km wide) and northern-most of the five islands. Indigo 
Bay is situated on the western side of the Island. 
 
ACCOMMODATION  Total of 30 Beach chalets plus 14 Bayview villas 
 29 Beach Chalets complete with en-suite bathroom (separate indoor shower and recessed sea-facing oval bath), an 

outdoor shower, 18 x king size extra length chalets, 11 x twin chalets, dressing room area, verandah, open plan living area, 
mosquito screens, central air-conditioning with adjustable temperature setting in main room and bathroom, mini bar, satellite 
TV, electronic safe, international plugs, hairdryer and a tea/coffee station. 

 1 Beachfront Honeymoon Chalet only 20m from the beach and secluded from the rest of the chalets, complete with en-suite 
bathroom, mosquito screens, mini bar, full satellite TV, DVD player and a tea / coffee station and dressing room area, plus a 
lounge area and splash pool.

Beira, to Vilanculos. 
Federal Air fly to Vilanculos from Johannesburg, departing OR Tambo Airport daily. 
LAM – Mozambique Airlines also fly to Vilanculos from Johannesburg International Airport, via Maputo. 
 
ARRIVAL AT VILANCULOS 
On arrival at Vilanculos, you will be met by a representative from Indigo Bay, who will assist you with luggage and formalities prior to 
boarding the charter to the islands within the Archipelago.  
Visa fees to be settled at Vilanculos Airport (where applicable)  
If travelling to Vilanculos by road, secure parking is available. The rate is US$10.00 per day and is payable directly to Indigo Bay. 
 
INDIGO BAY ISLAND TRANSFER 
 For safety reasons and civil aviation policy, island transfers by air or by sea cannot take place after 17h00. Guests’ arrivals 

affected by delayed flights will be required to be accommodated on the mainland at the expense of the airline/travel insurance 
and will be transferred to Indigo Bay the following morning. 

 Flying time to Indigo Bay from Vilanculos Airport is approximately 15 minutes. 
 Maximum luggage weight for the island charter is 20kg preferably in soft bags. 

 
PAYMENT 
 Payments on site for ‘extras’ can either be made by Credit Card, US$ cash or ZAR cash. 
 The resort accepts payment via MasterCard and Visa. Amex and Diners are not supported by banks in Mozambique 
 As a result of repeated suggestions by guests, and in order to expand our outreach programs on Bazaruto Island, a nominal per 

stay contribution has been introduced which is automatically debited to room accounts. In turn Indigo Bay matches the 
commitment, to fund community projects such as building clinics/schools, supplying water pumps, school books and 
writing/educational tools to the children. Our Guest Services team at the hotel will gladly provide further information.  

 Marine National Park Levy of US$ 10.00 per person at Indigo Bay per entry – included in the Accommodation Rate. 
 Marine National Park Levy of US$ 25.00 per private aircraft landing at Indigo Bay's airstrip per entry – payable locally and not 

included in the Accommodation Rate. 
 Marine National Park Levy of US$ 7.50 per private boat moored at Indigo Bay per entry – included in the Accommodation Rate. 
 
CHILD POLICY AND CHILDREN’S FACILITIES 
Children are welcome at Indigo Bay Island Resort and Spa.  
Baby-sitting can be arranged by prior arrangement, at an additional fee. This service needs to be booked with Guest Services before 
12h00 on the day required.   
The ‘Indi Kidz Club’ is open from 08h00 – 17h00 daily and is free of charge. Please note that supervision is only provided during 
certain peak holiday periods, at other times children below 8 must be supervised by an adult.  
To participate in organized Kidz activities children under 3 must be accompanied by an adult or a babysitter. Children participating 
without adult or baby sitter must be out of nappies.
